COUNTY BOARD OF SUPERVISORS
Courthouse, Clay Center, Nebraska, April 22, 2014 at 8:00 A.M.

The Clay County Board of Supervisors met April 22, 2014 as per public notice given in
the Clay County News on April 17, 2014 a copy of the proof of publication being on file
in the County Clerk’s Office. Availability of the agenda was communicated in the
advance notice of the meeting. Chairman Fintel presided with roll call showing the
following present: Nuss, Samuelson, Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw and Fintel; absent:
Anderson. Minutes of the meeting held April 15, 2014 were mailed to the board
members. All of the proceedings hereafter shown were taken while the convened
meeting was open to the attendance of the public.

Anderson entered the meeting at 8:05 A.M.

Chairman, Ivan Fintel stated that the open meeting law poster is posted on the west wall
in the back of the room.

Motion by Shaw and seconded by Nuss to approve the minutes of the meeting held
April 15, 2014 as mailed. On roll call, yea: Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson,
Shaw, Nuss and Fintel. Motion carried.

There was no public comment.

Thomas Roemmich Il, Highway Superintendent reported that they are working on
driveways. The plumbing is done at the Sutton shop and they are getting ready for
concrete work. The shop in Fairfield is framed. Tom purchased a 1999 pickup for the
road crew and will have the 1994 ready for use by the custodian in a couple of days.
Tom asked the board about a couple of discs and side dump trailers that will be on an
auction May 1%. The board asked him to do some checking in order to determine a
price range that they would be willing to bid.

An easement for an electrical line was presented. Motion by Shaw and seconded by
Johnson to approve the easement requested by Kelly Ficken for an electrical line across
Road 301 from the SE %2 Sec. 32T5N-R5W Clay County to the NE % Sec. 5 TAN-R5W
Nuckolls County for new home construction. On roll call, yea: Anderson, Schmidt,
Johnson, Shaw, Nuss, Samuelson and Fintel. Motion carried.

Laurie Sheridan, Director Clay County Health Department presented her directors report
as well as budget figures. Laurie explained the Nebraska Whole Child Project and
discussed information she had learned at meetings and trainings. The new sign is
ready to go up; they would also like the sign from the old office to be moved up to the
new office. An open house has been scheduled for May 2, 2014 from 1:30 to 3:30 at
the new location. Some concerns with the cleaning agreement with the school were
discussed.

Jack Cox, Veterans Service Officer reported that, per the chairman of the county
boards’ request, he had contacted all of the Veterans Service Committee members.
The Sutton member had moved from the County, two committee members requested to



the county American Legion Posts of the three members that need to be replaced.
Anthony Stec (Harvard) would like to continue serving; his term expires on June 30,
2017. Gerald Palmer (Fairfield) would also like to continue serving; his term expires on
June 30, 2018. Clay Center and Edgar submitted names; Sutton legion replied back
“no replacement found/available”. Jack also provided information from statutes
regarding the Veterans Service Committee. The board asked Jack to check if there
could be more than five members to the committee. The chairman told Jack that they
had an opportunity to share a Veterans Service Officer with Hamilton County. Jack was
asked what his thoughts were about sharing that job with another county. Jack told the
board that the trend is to have the larger counties take over the duties of the smaller
counties; he would rather see Clay County go with Adams County but said the Veterans
Service Committee would be the ones to make that recommendation to the board.

Motion by Anderson and seconded by Schmidt to appoint L. Wayne Johnson with Jeff
Switzer as alternate to replace Dale Thomas on the Veterans Service Committee for a
five year term beginning immediately as recommended by the Clay Center American
Legion. On roll call, yea: Schmidt, Shaw, Nuss, Samuelson, Anderson and Fintel;
abstain: Johnson. Motion carried.

Motion by Shaw and seconded by Johnson to appoint Joseph Hyland to replace Orin
Dillon on the Veterans Service Committee for a one year term as recommended by the
Edgar American Legion. On roll call, yea: Johnson, Shaw, Nuss, Samuelson,
Anderson, Schmidt and Fintel. Motion carried.

Joni Skalka, Clerk of the District Court was present for the discussion of the bench pads
for the courtroom. It was decided to do part of the benches at this time. The tables in
the courtroom and jury room were also discussed. Joni will get prices for new tops and
to also replace one.

Motion by Anderson and seconded by Shaw to have The Cover Up Upholstery make
pads for the front half of the benches in the courtroom. On roll call, yea: Shaw, Nuss,
Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson and Fintel. Motion carried.

Rates for natural gas from the different suppliers was discussed. Motion by Nuss and
seconded by Samuelson to go with Vista Energy Marketing for one year with the fixed
rate of $.671 per therm. On roll call, yea: Nuss, Samuelson, Anderson, Schmidt,
Johnson, Shaw and Fintel. Motion carried.

Ted Griess, County Attorney was not able to meet with the board.

Motion by Samuelson and seconded by Nuss to approve the claims and authorize the
County Clerk to issue warrants on the respective funds. On roll call, yea: Samuelson,
Anderson, Schmidt, Johnson, Shaw, Nuss and Fintel. Motion carried.
